2.   Rules

The regatta will be governed by The ISAF Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS 2001-2004), the prescriptions of the Canadian Yachting Association, the rules of the participating classes, except as any of these are changed by the Notice of Race for each series and the sailing instructions, and by the sailing instructions. Appendix N will apply with modifications.
3.   Advertising

The regatta is designated Category C, subject to the right of the organizing authority to prohibit any specific advertisement.
4.   Eligibility

Each competitor shall be a member of a Club that complies with RRS 75. 
Birth Certificates may be required to be produced at registration to satisfy fleet and series requirements.
To be eligible for the 18 & Under Championship, participants must be 18 years of age or younger as of December 31, 2004.
To be eligible to participate in the Optimist Class, participants must be 15 years of age or under as of December 31, 2004. These requirements will be checked upon registration.

6.   Sailing Program

All racing will take place in Hamilton Harbour. The Optimist Green Fleet and Access Dinghy Fleet will sail inside the break wall, or beyond break wall, conditions permitting.
7.   Registration and Fees

Boats will be registered upon receipt of a completed entry form and the required entry fee. Payment in cash, cheque, VISA or Mastercard accepted. A signed Waiver Form must be submitted prior to the close of registration.
The EARLY (by September 5, 2004) registration fee will be $45 CDN or $35 US for each participant.  

After September 5, 2004, the registration fee will be $55 CDN or $45 US. The fee includes lunch both days and Saturday night dinner. Meal packages are available for coaches and non-participants at a cost of $30 CDN ($20/dinner plus 2 each for $5 for lunches) or $25 US.

9.   Scoring

The low point scoring System of RRS Appendix A shall be used.
A minimum of five races will be scheduled. If four or more races are completed each boat's score shall be the sum of her finishes, less her worst race.
One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.
10.  Awards

Cornish Hen Awards: Awards will be given to the top 3 finishers in each fleet registering 5 or more boats. If there are 4 boats competing in a fleet, only the top 2 finishers will receive an award. If there are 3 boats competing in a fleet, only the top finisher will receive an award.
Access Dinghy Championship: Awards will be given to the top 3 finishers in each fleet registering 5 or more boats. If there are 4 boats competing, only the top two finishers will receive an award. If there are 3 boats competing, only the top finisher will receive an award.
OSA 18 & Under Championship: Awards will be given to the top three finishers in each eligible class.
11.  Liability

Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See rule 4, Decision to Race.
The Royal Hamilton Yacht Club and all other individuals and entities involved in the organisation of this regatta shall accept no liability whatsoever for any injury, damage or loss or claim, whether personal or material, incurred or inflicted to participants before, during or after this regatta.
12.  Insurance

Each participating boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance, as recommended by the Canadian Yachting Association.
