OPTI Class rules will apply.

The preamble to Part 4 and rule 40.1 is changed to require adequate personal buoyancy to be worn at all times while afloat. Racing rule A4 and 35 will be changed to allow boats to be scored DNS and DNF in certain circumstances. No Protests will be entertained. On water arbitration and penalties will be assigned. Appendix P will apply and be changed to delete rule P2.3. Other rules may be changed by the sailing instructions. The changes will appear in full in the sailing instructions
