1 RULES
1.1 OYSTR will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing, 2005-2008.

1.2 Racing rule 41 will be changed to allow on course coaching by coaches registered with the regatta chair and showing required identification on coach boats. The changes will appear in full in the sailing instructions. 

2 ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY
2.1 The regatta is open to entrants under the age of 18 prior to August 7, 2005 and having prior sailing experience. No prior racing experience is needed.

2.2 Eligible classes are: Optimist, Laser, Laser Radial, Laser 2, 420. 

2.3 Other classes may be added. Contact the regatta chair by July 15, 2004 to request an additional fleet.

2.4 Preregistration by phone fax, e-mail or mail (beginning July 1) to NSC Sailing School administrator is encouraged.

3 FEES
3.1 Required fees are as follows: single-handed boats - $40, double handed boats - $80. The entry fee will accompany the registration form and can be paid via MasterCard, Visa, debit, cash or cheque. (Make cheques payable to Nepean Sailing Club.) This fee includes regatta T-shirt and competitor meals.

4 SCHEDULE
4.1 On site registration: Nepean Sailing Club, Friday August 5, 2005 from 17:00 - 19:00 and Saturday August 6, 2005 from 8:00 - 9:15.

4.2 Coaching seminar: Youth Centre, Friday August 5, 19:00 - 19:45.

4.3 Dates of racing: All classes Saturday August 6 & Sunday August 7.

4.4 Competitors meeting: Saturday August 6, 9:00.

4.5 Number of races: limited to 12 during both days.

4.6 The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race Saturday August 6 is 10:30 and for the first race Sunday August 7 is 10:00.

5 SAILING INSTRUCTIONS
5.1 The sailing instructions will be available at the on site registration at 17:00 August 5.

6 VENUE
6.1 The Website Library page contains a lake chart and a satellite picture that show the location of the regatta harbour (in the eastern bottom section of the lake).

6.2 Races will be held on Lac Deschenes north of the NSC Harbour.

7 THE COURSES
7.1 The courses to be sailed will be Trapezoid &/or Windward-Leeward Triangle.

8 SCORING
8.1 One race is required to be completed to constitute a series.

9 BERTHING
9.1 Boats shall be kept in their assigned places in the boat park.

10 PRIZES
10.1 Multiple prizes will be awarded in all classes.

SUPPORT SERVICES
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BOAT CHARTER
A limited number of Nepean Sailing Club training boats are available to participants. These boats will be assigned on first come first served basis for pre-registered competitors. Those who register on site may be assigned a charter boat at the discretion of the race chair. Those participants wishing to charter measured Optimists are required to preregister more than one week in advance of the regatta and include a $250 damage deposit cheque with their registration.
