Guelph Community Boating Club –Fleet 877, in co-operation with the Snipe Class International Racing Association-Canada.
 

 RULES: 

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in the Racing Rules of Sailing. 

The SCIRA Rules of Conduct for Conducting National and Local Regattas, and the Deed of Gift will apply.
In case of a conflict between the Notice of Race and the Sailing Instruction, the Sailing Instructions shall prevail.

ADVERTISING:

Advertising is permitted per Snipe Class rules.
Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority

ENTRY AND ELIGIBILITY: 

The Canadian Championship regatta is open to SCIRA-Canada registered Skippers and registered Crew. All boats must display their 2011 SCIRA DECAL.   
The Ontario Championship regatta is open to SCIRA Canada registered boats and SCIRA Registered Boats for the current year subject to any Deed of Gift trophy restrictions.  No skipper shall be eligible to enter unless they are verified to be a current Member of SCIRA. The basis for verification of current Membership and boat registration shall be the most current SCIRA Membership and Boat Registration List as posted on SCIRA On Line Data Base. 

REGISTRATION:           Fee:  $90 per boat.

Includes  your boat -skipper and crew, Free entre to park, Free camping see below, Free parking, free ramp (no hoist available)   Two lunches provided on Saturday and Sunday for the skipper and crew,  Social Hour courtesy or Wellington Brewery and it’s employees. MEASUREMENT:
(1) all boats shall produce a valid measurement certificate and are subject to measurement at any time at the reasonable discretion of the Class or Race Committee. 

(2) all boats are required to have a current Class decal properly displayed. 
 

SAILING INSTRUCTIONS: 

(1) Regatta Sailing Instructions will be available at registration  

COURSES: 
Courses to be double Windward/leeward in front of GCBC or in Large Southwest sector of Guelph Lake
BLACK FLAG: 

(1) RRS Rule 30.3 shall not been used in this regatta 

SCORING: 

The ISAF scoring system, Appendix A, modified to add TLE will be used. TLE shall be scored as one more than the last boat to finish. 

1 drop races shall be permitted upon completion of   6 races.

 

SUPPORT BOATS: 

Support boats shall be credit to Organizing Committee that will assign an identification flag 

 

RADIO COMMUNICATION:

Except in an emergency, a boat shall neither make radio transmissions while racing nor receive radio communications not available to all boats.

This restriction also applies to mobile telephones.
