Notice of Race of Series
Ontario Sailing Title Event Championship Series 2007

1.0 Rules

1.1 The Ontario Sailing Title Event Championship Series will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
2.0 Eligibility and Entry

2.1 Entrants must be members of a Yacht Club or a Class Association that is a member of their National Sailing Authority.
2.2 The Ontario Sailing Title Event Championship Series Regattas will be open to all competitors in the Byte, Byte CII, Laser Radial, Laser, Laser <<, Club 420 (with spinnaker) and 29er fleets.

2.3 Age Groups: 16 and Under 
(born in 1991 or later);

    17 and 18 

(born in 1989 or 1990); 
    19 to 23 

(born in 1988, 1987, 1986, 1985, 1984).
2.4 In double handed boats, the age of the oldest member will determine the age group placement.
2.5 All registrants must submit at registration proof of age.

2.6 For this series, substitution of competitors will not be allowed without prior written approval of the Ontario Sailing regatta committee.
2.7 All registrants regardless of age are required to submit at registration an acknowledgement that they have read and will abide by the CYA Youth Code of Conduct throughout these events.
2.8 Eligible boats may enter by completing the registration form and paying the registration fee. Registration forms and information for each event are available on the Ontario Sailing website, www.ontariosailing.ca
3.0 Fees

3.1 The fees for each event regatta will be set by the Host Club.

4.0 Schedule and Registration

4.1 Registration.  Each Host Club will provide information about time of registration and the schedule of racing for each event.

5.0 Sailing Instructions

5.1 Sailing instructions will be available at each Host Club at registration for each event.

6.0 Venue

6.1 Racing will take place on the waters of the Host Clubs for each event. Course locations will be available in the Sailing Instructions.

7.0 Courses

7.1 The courses to be sailed will be configurations appropriate for the class and sailing conditions.

8.0 Decisions and Penalties
8.1 Rule P2.3 will not apply.  Rule P2.2 is changed so that it will apply to any protest after the first protest at each event.

82. For the 29er class rules 44.1 and 44.2 are changed so that only one turn, including one tack and one gybe is required.
8.3 Scoring inquiries for a boat’s series score shall be filed with the race committee for the event at which the alleged error is evident to competitor.  Questions arising after the final event of the series shall be filed with the Ontario Sailing Regatta Committee as soon as the question arises, and no later than September 18 2007.  Submit the inquiry to programs@ontariosailing.ca. 

8.4 Requests for redress on the scoring of this series shall be filed with the protest committee for the event at which the alleged error is evident, and heard at that event.  Allegations arising after the final event of the series shall be filed with the Ontario Sailing Regatta Committee as soon as the alleged error is evident, and no later than September 25 2007.  Submit these requests for redress to programs@ontariosailing.ca.  These requests for redress will be heard by a protest committee convened by the chairman of the Ontario Sailing Judges Committee at a date and location to be announced.
9.0 Scoring

91 A boat shall compete in three of the four events to qualify for the Ontario Sailing Title Event Championship Series.

9.2 For the Ontario Sailing Title Event Championship Series a boat’s score shall be the total of her finishing positions in each of the four named events in the competitor’s age group.  Boats that have competed in four of the events may drop their worst score.  Boats that have competed in only three of the events may not drop their worse score.
9.4 In order to qualify for prizes, there must be a minimum of 5 boats per fleet.  For the series championship there must be a minimum of 5 eligible boats per fleet in the age category.

10.0 Prizes

10.1 
For the Sarnia Sailfest regatta, the top 3 sailors in each fleet in the 16 and under age category will be awarded Ontario Sailing flags.

For the Port Credit Four Sisters regatta, the top 3 sailors in each fleet in the 17 and 18 age category will be awarded Ontario Sailing flags.

For the Royal Hamilton/ CYA Open National regatta, the top 3 sailors in each fleet in the 19 to 23 age category will be awarded Ontario Sailing flags.

For the Royal Hamilton Cornish Hen regatta, the top 3 sailors in each fleet will be awarded Ontario Sailing flags.
10.2 The winner in one age category will win the award for the age group closest to their age.  That winner will not be eligible to win an award in a second category. 

10.3 Awards for the Ontario Sailing Title Event Championship Series will be presented at the Annual General Meeting of Ontario Sailing in January 2008.

11.0 Disclaimer of Liability

11.1 Competitors participate in the regatta entirely at their own risk. See Rule 4, Decision to Race. The organizing authority will not accept liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during or after the regatta.

12.0 Insurance

12.1 Each Participating Boat shall be insured with valid third party liability insurance with a minimum cover of $1,000,000 per event, or equivalent.
