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Ontario Sailing
Selection criteria for 2009 Canada Summer Games (CSG) Competitors

An Ontario CSG eligibility score will be calculated based on the results of the two
Ontario CSG Trial events: 2009 Lilac Regatta (RHYC) and 2009 Icebreaker
Regatta (TSCC).

Competitors shall compete at both Ontario CSG Trial events to be eligible for the
CSG.

Two races are required to be completed to constitute the CSG eligibility score to
determine the Ontario representative to the CSG in each class.

In the event that two races are not completed in the Ontario CSG Trial events,
Ontario Sailing will appoint the competitors for the CSG at its sole discretion.

Boats that compete in both Ontario CSG Trial events will be rank ordered in
each race based on their finishing positions within that group, excluding the
finishing positions of boats that compete in only one of the events.

When 5 or more races have been completed, a boat’s CSG eligibility score
will be the total of her rank order scores in each race of the two Ontario CSG
Trial events, excluding her worst score.

In the event that no race is completed in one of the Ontario CSG Trial events,
the boat’s finishing position in each race will be used to compute the CSG
eligibility score.

If a boat has two or more equal worst scores, the score for the race sailed earliest
in the CSG eligibility races shall be excluded.

The boat with the lowest CSG eligibility score will be the Ontario representative
to the CSG 1n its class and others shall be ranked accordingly.

Racing Rule A8 will be used to break a tie in the CSG eligibility score, with all
race scores included.

The winning boats and the second place boats in each class must attend a Team
Ontario camp being held in Toronto June 12-14.
