may be available. Sailors should make advance arrangements with the 

Boulevard club should they require overnight storage of boats or trailers. 

Lunches are not provided. 

4. Schedule
4.1 Registration must be received and processed by 1100 on Thursday, July 22.

4.2 Dates of Racing:

Thursday July 22 1130 1st Warning Signal (three races planned)

Friday July 23 1030 1st Warning Signal (three races planned)

No warning signal will be made after 1400 on the last day of sailing.

5. Sailing Instructions
5.1 A copy of the sailing instructions will made available at the time of registration.

6. Venue
6.1 The racing venue will be Humber Bay, off-shore from the Boulevard Club.

7. Courses
7.1 All courses will be a triangle windward leeward course.



8. Scoring
8.1 A boat s score will be the total of her race scores. There will be no drop races, 

regardless of the number of races completed. 

9. Prizes
9.1 Prizes will be awarded to the sailors in the top three boats in both the Optimist 

and Club 420 classes.
